How To Write a Script

In order to write a good script for an iMovie, my suggestion is that you really read AND understand the material you have selected for your media presentation. It is not enough to just describe an image, but your narration must also help move and involve your audience. (Think about what you enjoy and not enjoy in a movie.) 

 

Below you will find selected lines (6 voices) from a sample script that was put together about Disneyland. In a 3-5 minute presentation, it is not inconceivable that up to 30 voices may be written to tell your story. The number of voices for your iMovie depends on your content as well as how fast you speak. My advice is to not worry about the number but to concentrate on how to tell your story.  

Voice 1: If you’ve ever been to Disneyland, you will surely agree that it IS the happiest place on earth.  

Voice 2: Where else can you go that will take you on a trip to a distant planet, let you drive at the age of 4, explore the deep in a submarine, and become a space ranger? All this and you haven’t even left Tomorrowland!  

Voice 3: When Walt Disney toyed with the idea of opening a theme park in the early 50’s, he had no idea that Disneyland would grow to what we know today.  

Voice 4: As a matter of fact, Walt Disney had trouble raising the money he needed.   

Voice 5: Disney took a loan against his personal life insurance policy, borrowed money from a newly formed entertainment group – later known as ABC, and even formed a new entity called Walt Elias Disney to raise the $17 million dollars he needed for design and construction of the park.  

Voice 6: His tenacity paid off. Disney secured the funding and began construction on July 18, 1954, finishing the project 365 days later. On opening day, more than 15,000 people walked down Main Street for the very first time. 

 

HELPFUL HINTS:

• You do not need to record your name and topic. Your visual as well as your narration should illustrate that.

• After you have written your script, read it to see how much time you’ve taken. 

• Don’t forget your credits at the end. Just like a real movie, you will need to give credit to those who made your movie possible. For example, your language arts teacher, your sources, etc.
